It’'s a great
feeling to rub your eyes and say, “That can’t be possible! 1 don’t believe what
I just saw!” Jesus evokes a similar astonishment in today’s reading as the
formerly disabled man picks up his mat and walks home. The crowd praises
God in sheer amazement: “We have never seen anything like this!” The Scribes,
however, show a jealous and bitter response:“Who does this Jesus think he is?
How dare he say, ‘Your sins are forgiven’? Tragically, they are unable to allow
their hearts to be lifted by the Good News. Christ healed by saying “Your sins
are forgiven.” So, how can we, in everyday life, show this astonishing
forgiveness to the world? The Holy Father said recently, “Perhaps we have lost
' sight of this: In a society where the church seems legalistic and ‘institutional’
to many people, our most urgent challenge is to communicate the joy born of
faith, and the experience of God’s love.” (Benedict XVI, Hom. at St. Patrick’s Cath.)
Joy is never communicated to others by anger, annoyance, or judgmental
behavior. Each day, may God help us choose to look at the heart of people
instead of reacting to their outward appearance or situation. A forgiving heart
astonishes everyone! Let it bring Jesus into our families, at work, and in our
community.

From Dominic’s Desk:

St. Vincent de Paul: Every once in awhile someone will tell me that
we as a parish do not do very much for the poor and disadvantaged.
This bothers me. | can accept when people say that we do not do
enough or that we could do more. The fact of the matter is that St.
Augustine’s does a lot for those who are in need, both in our local
community as well as abroad. Our parish has a very dedicated
organization which was formed by Father Pat Morand when he was
the assistant priest here at St. Augustine’s in the early 1960’s. The
Society of St. Vincent de Paul accept financial donations through the
white wooden boxes with the crosses on top which are placed at
each doorway, once every month. With these financial donations
plus donations of food items, clothing, household items, furniture and
more, the Society gives aid to many people here in Brandon and
area. | was a recipient of their generosity when | returned to
Brandon in 1979 after living in Germany for four years. | did not have
very much, and | had no money, so the Society of St. Vincent de
Paul gave me a used bed, a sofa, a wringer wash machine and the
crucifix which | now have on my office wall. | was not the only
recipient. Last year the SVDP society spent $10,328.65 on such
items as: groceries, lodging, transportation, household items,
transient assistance and aid to immigrants. They gave out 779 food
hampers and picked up and distributed furniture, clothing and other
items to immigrants. Parishioners who are members of the SVDP
society pack and distribute food hampers every Wednesday. Who
could ever forget the mountains of household items, like bedding,
pots and pans, dishes, lamps, towels, furniture and you name it, that
the SVDP society collected and assembled in the parish square for
the immigrants on a give-away Saturday last year? The SVDP
society also does another important Catholic service; they offer
masses for those in need as well as the deceased! Those of you
who contribute to the SVDP society participate in their corporal
works of mercy. | am thankful to Father Pat Morand, who allowed
himself to be led by the Holy Spirit in establishing the SVDP society
here at St. Augustine’s and for all those faithful and dedicated
members who serve “behind the scenes” week after week, month
after month, year after year. Jesus said in the Gospel of Matthew 25:
40 “Truly | tell you, just as you did this to one of the least of my
brothers and sisters, you did it to me.” So, if someone happens to
say to you that St. Augustine’s does not do much for the poor and
disadvantaged, be ready with the above!

Ash Wednesday: We Catholics officially begin the forty days of the
Church season referred to as Lent on Ash Wednesday, which falls
on Feb. 25 this year. Ash Wednesday is a day of abstinence from
meat, fasting, penance and prayer. This law of abstinence binds
those who are 14 years and older. The law of fasting binds those
from 18 to 59 years of age. We willingly deprive ourselves of food
in order to express solidarity with those who have insufficient food
and those who are starving. In so doing, in a small way, we save
money which can then be applied to the needs of the less fortunate.
We also abstain from meat and other foods such as sweets, fast and
do other forms of penance to discipline our bodies, minds and
spirits. Fasting opens our hearts to God and our neighbour; fasting
is also a service of purification.
