Year For Priests: Last year the Holy Father, Pope Benedict
announced a year to honour St. Paul. This year he has proclaimed
the Year For Priests with the theme Faithfulness of Christ,
Faithfulness of Priests. It was inaugurated by Pope Benedict on the
Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus , which was last Friday. The
Year for Priests coincides with the 150" anniversary since the death
of St. John Mary Vianney, patron of parish priests. This special year
is intended to encourage priests in their striving for spiritual
perfection on which their ministry depends. Thus, this year is a year
of prayer by priests, with priests and for priests. It is a year for the
renewal of the spirituality of the presbyterate and of each priest. The
Eucharist is, at the heart of priestly spirituality.
